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Overview:
“A” took his son, “B”, fishing in a small inflatable dinghy. A freak wave knocked “A” overboard. “B” is unable to swim and was too young to paddle the boat to shore by himself. Suffering from hypothermia, “B” fell unconscious in the dinghy and stopped breathing.
Meanwhile, “C”, “D” and “E” had been drinking on the beach. “C” and “D” decided to swim to the 8-knot buoy. Disorientated and exhausted, “C” was struggling to keep afloat and has grabbed “D” for support. “E” fell asleep on the sand and choked on his own vomit, he is unconscious and not breathing.
Back on the beach, “F” and “G” were playing Frisbee when “F” tripped and landed on a shard of glass, cutting her leg. “G” ran to get a first aid kit, but at the sight of the blood, “G” started to panic and hyperventilate.
