KLSC Disciplinary Procedure
Disruptive behaviour during KLSC sessions is distracting for the instructor and other club members; and can compromise the quality and safety of our sessions.

Instructors should follow the following steps if a club member’s behaviour falls below the standards that we expect…

i) Take the club member to one side, explain that their behaviour is unacceptable and ask them to improve their behaviour.
ii) If their behaviour fails to improve, take the club member to one side, point out that their behaviour is still unacceptable and that if it fails to improve they will be not be allowed to take any further part in the session and their parents will be notified.
iii) If their behaviour still fails to improve either (a) ask them to sit quietly on the poolside in the corner by the shallow end for a short time or (b) ask one of the other instructors to let the club member join their group – separating the club member from their peers may help them control their behaviour.
iv) If the club member’s behaviour still fails to improve, ask the senior instructor or club chairman to speak with the student.
If the disciplinary procedure proceeds to (ii) please inform the Club Chairman who will keep a record of the incident and speak to the parents. If persistent poor behaviour continues for a number of weeks, club members may be asked to leave the club.
